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Peyton Cherry Chaney and Green Berry Chaney were brothers.  Peyton left no wife or children at his death.  Peyton  had  67 slaves listed in the inventory of his estate in 1840 in Sumter County, Alabama.





His will left 3 to his brother Green Berry Chaney (Mary, Grandison, & Burwell) and all the rest to the four nephews born at the time of Peyton’s death, Emanuel, James P., William P. and  Bailey Chaney.





Peyton died in 1840.  His brother Green Berry took charge of everything until his sons could come of legal age. Sons Emanuel and William P. petitioned the court for their share of their uncle’s property in 1851.   Two of the boys died (James P. in 1841, Bailey in 1857) before coming of age, so James’ slaves went to his brothers Emanuel and William P. in accordance with Peyton’s will, and Bailey’s (because one brother Emanuel was already dead when Bailey died) went to the sole surviving brother William P. Chaney.





Green Berry Chaney’s estate  in 1853 lists 93 slaves in Choctaw County, 98 at The Flat (plantation) in Sumter County, and 4 at the DuBose place in Marengo County.

	Impulsive Emanuel deeded 18 slaves to his sister Virginia and to a baby brother Percy W. Chaney he deeded Dave, his wife Malinda and her child Judy. 


Emanuel returned home about six weeks later and filed a law suit to recover these slaves. Emanuel sold Randall, age 43 to his father Green Berry  and Sampson, age 28 to J. M. Lee to pay his
